Ladder Towel Rails



1. Overview
This guide provides instructions for the following configurations:

1. Central Heating System installed on Masonry Walls (Section 4)
2. Dual Fuel installed on Masonry Walls (Section 5)

3. Electric Only installed on Masonry Walls (Section 6)

IMPORTANT NOTE: Please read the guide in full before attempting installation. It is
also recommended that you read the User Manual and Warranty Document prior to
installing. To access these documents please go to www.mynewrad.info and type in
the product code from the label on the front of the radiators box.

IMPORTANT NOTE: These instructions cater for Masonry Walls that are assumed to
be sufficiently strong, while it may be possible to install intfo other wall types, the
installation engineer will need to adapt the instructions and fixings to suit the
location that the radiator/towel rail is being installed in.

WARNING: The installation of any electric element must be carried out by a
registered competent electrician.

CAUTION HOT SURFACE: You MUST NOT handle or touch the radiator when the
heating system is on.

WARNING: This device is not designed to bear the weight of a person, and no one
should therefore climb onfto it.

4. Central Heating Installation
Remove any end caps from the top and bottom of the radiator.

Step 1

Attach rubber rings (K) (if not already applied) and apply PTFE tape to blanking
plug (A) and air vent (B). Insert into top 2 threads of radiator, cover with a cloth to
prevent damage to the radiator and tighten with spanner.
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Step 2
(Check Valve Instructions) - If appropriate, apply PTFE tape to valve tails and insert
into bottom 2 threads of radiator and tighten with a spanner.




Step 3

Put bolt (H) through bracket (F) and screw onto
the back of the radiator at the pre-drilled
locations.

Step 4

Mark the fixing locations with a pencil, 2 near the top
of the radiator and 2 near the bottom per the
locations of the bracket.

Ensure your markings are level using a spirit level
before proceeding.
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Step 5
Using the 8mm masonry drill bit, drill holes at the marked location and insert
masonry wall plugs (C).

Place the long screw (D) through wall support (E) and tighten into the wall plug.

5. Dual Fuel Heating Installation
Remove any end caps from the top and bottom of the rail.

Step 1

Attach rubber rings (K) (if not already applied) and apply PTFE tape to blanking
plug (A) and air vent (B). Insert into top 2 threads of radiator, cover with a cloth to
prevent damage to the radiator and tighten with spanner.

(Check element instructions) - If appropriate,
apply PTFE tape to T-Piece and insert into one
side of the bottom of the radiator and tighten with
a spanner. Insert the electric element per the
element instructions. On the other side, if
appropriate, apply PTFE tape to the valve tail,
insert and tighten.

Put bolt (H) through bracket (F) and screw onto the
back of the radiator at the pre-drilled locations.

Step 4

Mark the fixing locations with a pencil, 2 near the
top of the radiator and 2 near the bottom per the
locations of the bracket.

Ensure your markings are level using a spirit level
before proceeding.
